                          The Ground You Stand On Is Holy 
 
     The Readings this weekend invite us to reflect on our deeper relationship 

with God.   
       

     In the Exodus reading, God first attracts Mosesô attention with the burning 

bush but He also challenges him to reverence and awareness of Godôs presence, 
ñRemove your sandals for the ground you stand on is holy.ò   Then God instructs 

Moses about the role he will play in the salvation history of the Chosen People of 
God. The experience of Moses in this reading informs us of what it means to be awestruck in the 

presence of God.  We are not paralyzed with fear.  We are rather challenged to ponder the pres-
ence of God and seek out the way God works in our lives and in the lives of those we love.  
 

     In the Gospel, the gardener prunes and clips and fertilizes the fig tree so that it might bear 
fruit.  These actions, if viewed apart from anything else, might look very violent to the casual ob-

server.  But in the loving, careful and respectful hands of the gardener, it becomes clear that the 
plant is being nurtured and cared for.  
 

     Too often, when we encounter a person who either cares for us or is in need of caring, we 
miss the reality that the encounter transcends ourselves.  God gives us these opportunities to 

give and receive His loving care -ï the opportunity to stand in His presence.  ñRemove your san-
dals, for the ground you stand on is holy.ò 
 

     In March we will continue to discuss the Sacraments of our Church with large and small group 
sessions focused on the Eucharist.  
  

     We will celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation on Wednesday March 24, beginning at 
6:30pm.  There will be 6 priests on hand to assist with this celebration.    Priests will be available

                        10am Mass and Anointing of the Sick Set For Saturday, March 20

physical.  Mental and emotional anxieties, advancing age, and failing physical conditions are also reasons why 

one should present themselves to receive this sacrament.  On the practical side, if you plan to be Anointed at 

this Mass, please sit at the end of the pew near the center aisle and preferably in every other pew.  When Father comes 

down the center aisle, raise your hand to indicate that you wish to be anointed.

Physical Plant  Improvements 

 

     

     After long consideration we will be making a few changes to our music area at the front of 
the church. The need arises from the fact that the musicians cannot clearly see what is happen -
ing in the sanctuary.  This can sometimes cause delays in the Mass itself, but more importantly, 

this distraction makes it more difficult for the musicians to prayerfully engage in the cele -
bration.  
 

     The plan ð which we hope to implement the weekend of Palm Sunday ð is to move the 

keyboard down from the raised platform and turn it 90 degrees 
so that the accompanist faces north.  This will allow the 

accompanist to see the 
activity at the ambo and 
altar.  This change will 

also allow the other 
musicians to move more 

easily within their space 
ð including turning to 
face the action at the 

ambo during the Liturgy 
of the Word.  

 

     This change will require 

us to close off the entrance closest to the music area and 
allow us to create additional storage space for music equipment by creating a closet out of the 

existing archway.  
 

     We are also investigating new exterior doors for the church building with 
a plan to have this work done this coming summer.  The existing doors are 
original to the 1940s rebuilding of the church after the fire.  Newer doors 

will improve our energy efficiency as well as building security.  The final 
date for this work is dependent on a final budget.
