         St.  John the Baptistôs  Prayer for Vocations in the Year of the Priest 
 
 

     You will find in this bulletin a copy of a specially written Prayer for Vocations 

for our parish.  We will be using this prayer at each prayer gathering in the 
Lenten Season and beyond.  
 

     The copy provided in the bulletin is written to be used in your homes and in-
dividually.   Please keep it with you and use it frequently as we pray for our church and for our-

selves that God may work in us and develop leaders for His Church.  
 

     The movement of the prayer first calls us to give thanks to God ñnow and foreverò  (the God 
of all ages).   We ask God to send the Holy Spirit among us ï to give us strength to live in the 
example of Christ.  
 

     Next, we ask God to bless our homes, our family and our children ð (it is from our families 

that vocations will come).  We ask God, not simply to give us leaders from some outside source 
ð but to call leaders from our own community and families.  
 

     In the final movement of the prayer we ask for courage to respond to Godôs call and that God 
may open our hearts to respond to Him ( wherever that may lead us).  
 

     We close out our prayer imploring Mary to pray for us.  
 

     The form we will use in church is developed as a call and respond.  This prayer style allows us 

to reflect on the words being prayed.  
 

     It is hoped that this prayer for vocations will inspire us to grow as a community of faith in the 
image and likeness of Christ and to help us all strive to more fully discern Godôs will for our indi-
vidual lives.

MORE ON THE  Sacrament of Reconciliation  
 

     This Wednesday evening we will gather with second graders and their parents to prepare 

them to receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation for the first time.   The main focus of our time 
will be discussion of Godôs loving nature and His capacity to forgive. 

 
     In the Gospel this weekend we hear of the temptations of Christ.  These temptations ð 
food, power, and putting God to the test ð are representative of a whole array of temptations 

that can lead us away from Godôs will in our lives. 
 

     In this Holy Season of Lent, each of us is called to a greater understanding of our need for 
Godôs mercy.  We are called to reflect on the areas of our life that need change so that we can 

live more fully in Godôs love.  We are called to evaluate the temptations that distract us from 
lives of faith. We are called to take actions in our lives that will move us away from habits that 
separate us from God.  

 
      The Sacrament of Reconciliation is available each Saturday afternoon at 4 PM.  The 

sacrament is also available by appointment.  
 

     Wednesday March 17 has been set aside for individual Reconciliation at 6:30 PM.  Several 

priests will be available for individual celebration of the sacrament.   Saturday March 20, at 10 

am we will have Mass with the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick.  This sacrament for healing 

and for the forgiveness of sin is available to any who seek it.  
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What Is Lent All About?  

     As the Church Year moves onward, we have traded the joy of the New-

born King in our Gospel for the accounts of Christõs life of ministry to oth-

ers. And ever present before Christ in our Gospels, and ourselves, is the 

purpose of His  coming, His  complete offering of self to redeem us . This 

period of Lent helps us to focus on Christõs mission of redemption, His 

ultimate sacrifice for us, and how we can join ourselves to Him. That is 

why the season of Lent stresses prayer and sacrifice so that we can in 

some small way join in Christõs suffering. That is the reason for the times 

of abstinence from meat, for the fasting on Ash Wednesday and Good Fri-

day, for the stress on giving up pleasurable treats: to become one with 

Christ, who  gave up His life for us.  We can also mirror Christ by doing 

good works for others as part of our Lenten pursuit of holiness. The 

Church has always promoted the works of mercy and in our present day 

that can be fulfilled by giving to the food shelf, praying for the needs of 

others, visiting shut-ins, comforting those who have difficulties, and giving 

alms. Think in terms of giving up cost of  the  candy bar or the movie 

rental or the pack of cigarettes or the extra hour of time it takes to look in 

on an ill neighbor as a way of helping  others survive. Look at  the 

òsufferingó of your inconvenience or of missing your treat  as a  way to be-

come closer to the Christ who was more than inconvenienced by being 

nailed on that cross for us all. Putting on Christ, acting like Him, after all, 

is what our Catholic Faith is all about.
