Notes From Father Jon...  
 

The Glory of God Revealed in Christ  
 

     In the Gospel this weekend,  we hear of the story of the transfiguration of 
Christ.   In this scene Jesus is shown in the fullness of His Glory ð even before 
the resurrection ð to Moses and Elijah.   Peter, John and James, frequent prayer 

companions of the Lord, are privileged to witness this event but they will not 
fully understand until after the resurrection.  
 

     As members of Christôs body, we too are called to reveal the Glory of God for others.  But 
also we can sometimes get as confused as Peter (he didnôt know what he was talking about) 

when we try to explain what we know about Christ.  
 

     The fact is ð however much we try ð we can never fully realize the coming glory of God.   
That glory will only be revealed to us in the coming resurrection.   Just as Pe-

ter, John and James did not see the fullness of Christôs glory, but still felt 
drawn deeper into relationship with Christ,   so too, it is for us.  
 

     We long for that fullness of relationship promised in the kingdom of 
heaven but live and strive in this world to according to the love we have 

been taught.  
 

     In the sanctuary of the church we have several symbols of our Lenten 
season through the Cross.   Obviously,   the Cross is at the center of our sea-
sonal experience with the rugged wooden Cross in the sanctuary drawing us 

to deeper contemplation of Christ's sacrifice.   We also are encouraging all 
members to reflect on the nails in the hands of Christ as a reminder of the 

pain Christ endured for us.   There are extra nails available by the north door 
for anyone who wishes to take one.  
 

     There is also the symbol of the desert,  with a 'mini -desert' next to the   
 lectern and the rocks at the foot of the cross. Jesus entered the desert to   

 prepare in solitude for His ministry. Our symbol reminds us to enter the de  
 sert of our own lives and confront our sinfulness as part of our preparation  

 for  Easter.  
 

     Our hope is that these symbols ð the cross, the nails, the desert ð as-  
 sist  all of our parish family in their Lenten prayer.

Anointing with Holy Oils  
 
 

     In the month of March, we will look specifically at the Sacrament of Eucharist for our Wednes-
day reflections.   In April, we will focus on Confirmation and the use of Holy Oils in the Sacra-
ments. Books have been written on each of the sacraments.  This weekend I will write a little 

about the sacraments which use Holy Oils.  Next week I will write more about the Sacrament of 
the Eucharist.  
 

     In the ancient times, Kings were anointed by God to lead the people. This anointing was per-

formed by the religious leaders of the time.  Oil was and is also often used for healing rituals in a 
wide variety of cultures.  
 

     This ritual continues to this day in our sacraments.  
 

     In Baptism , we anoint the newly baptized as Priest, Prophet and King:  Priest ð Servant of 
God; Prophet ð Proclaimer of Godôs Word;  King ð Leader of people  (by example in the world).   

The oil serves to remind us that the blessing offered is a permanent commissioning.  
 

     This anointing is recalled in the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick .  In this sacrament we 
call on God for spiritual and physical healing and for the forgiveness of sins.  
 

     In the Sacrament of Confirmation , the Sacred Chrism is used to ñseal in the Holy Spiritò (Be 
sealed by the Holy Spirit).  Confirmation is the final of the Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism, 

Eucharist and Confirmation).  
 

     The Sacrament of Holy Orders ð Ordination to diaconate or priesthood ð also involves the 
Oil of Chrism.   The oil reminds the ordinand that their very nature is changed by the sacrament 
received (just like Baptism and Confirmation).  
 

     The Sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation are the most common of these and are at the 

center of our life as church.  These Sacraments of iInitiation are the main focus of 
our Easter celebration.  
 

     This year Lisa Manke will be receiving Confirmation as she is received into full 
communion with the Catholic Church.  She will also receive the Sacrament of the 

Eucharist for the first time this Easter.  Please keep her and her family in prayer 
as she prepares for this celebration.
